@ Immigration control and
residence procedures

The Immigration Bureau handles applications for
re-entry permit, visa extension and visa status
change. The Osaka Regional Immigration Bureau's
Kobe District Immigration Office, Himeji Port Branch
Office is responsible for handling immigration control
and residence procedures and other applications
for international residents in Himeji. Documentation
required for certificate of eligibility, visa status
change and visa extension varies depending on the
type of visa status.

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<Extend your visa>

Applications to change your residence status can
be made at any time. Applications to extend your
visa can be made from three months prior the expiry
of your visa. Short-term visas may not, in principle,
be extended.

<To leave Japan temporarily> (see p.75)

When you leave Japan temporarily and plan to return
for the same purpose as your previous entry, you
must obtain a re-entry permit before leaving.

<lllegal employment or stay>

Conducting activities not permitted under your
visa, or working without a visa or under a short-stay
visa, is deemed illegal employment and subject to
punishment. Staying in Japan after visa expiration,
is also deemed an illegal act and subject to
deportation.
