There are many different cell phone companies
in Japan. Basic rates and dialing charges vary
depending on the company and the service
plans they offer. Apply for the service at sales
shops of the respective companies.

@ Necessary documentation
Residence card, driver's license or
passport, cash card or credit card, seal,
and documents certifying your address -
i.e. utility bill receipts.

@ To make an international call

You can make international calls via an
operator or by direct dialing. Rates differ
depending on call duration and destination, as
well as which telephone company you use.

@® To make an international
call from public phones

< Use public telephone units
equipped for international calls

You can make international calls on digital
telephone units that indicate “kokusai tsuwa
riyoka (equipped for international calls)” and
“INTERNATIONAL & DOMESTIC.” Telephone
cards or 100-yen coins can be used.
* Some public phones cannot be used with a
telephone card for international calls.
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
