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USEFUL INFORMATION FOR DAILY LIFE

Transportation

@® Transportation in Himeji

Japan Railways (JR), Sanyo Electric Railway,
and Shinki Bus and taxis are available. JR
is the largest railway company in Japan; its
service network covers almost all areas of the
country. Taking the Shinkansen (bullet train)
can significantly shorten your travel time to
major Japanese cities, although an additional
charge for express service is required. Sanyo
Electric Railway, a private railway, links Himeji
and Kobe and trains run directly to Hanshin
Osaka Umeda. Shinki Bus covers all of Himeji.
Users can employ these transportation
services depending on their purpose.

<> Local railway
Sanyo Honsen (main line)(nickname: JR Kobe
Line), Kishin line and Bantan line.

<Sanyo Honsen>

Shinkaisoku (Rapid Express) is convenient
when going to Kobe or Osaka. Stopping only
at major stations, Shinkaisoku links Himeji and
Sannomiya, Kobe in approximately 40 minutes
and Osaka in about an hour. Meanwhile, there
are local trains that stop at all stations and
Kaisoku (Rapid) trains that stop at more
stations than Shinkaisoku.

<{> Shinkansen bullet train

Himeji has a Shinkansen Station. All Kodama
and Hikari trains stop at Himeji. Please note
that some Nozomi, Mizuho and Sakura trains
do not stop at Himeji

@® Sanyo Electric Railway

The entrance to Sanyo Electric Railway Himeji
Station is on the 2nd floor of the Sanyo
Department Store. The “Chokutsu Tokkyu
(Direct Express)” bound for Hanshin Osaka
Umeda Station will take you to Hanshin
Kobe-Sannomiya Station in about an hour,
to Hanshin Osaka Umeda Station in about
92 minutes, and to Osaka-Namba Station in
about 110 minutes. Within Himeji City, the
train stops at Shikama and Oshio. No express
fare required.

@® Shinki Bus

Shinki Bus provides bus service throughout
Himeji. In addition to areas within the City,
Shinki Bus also covers areas outside the
city. Child fare (elementary school students)
is half of adult fare. In addition, up to 2 small
children (pre-school age) traveling together
with an accompanying adult, will travel free
of charge. Any additional children traveling
together with the same accompanying
adult will be required to pay a child fare.
A special one-day ticket that allows unlimited
one-day riding from Himeji/Aboshi to Kobe
Sannomiya and Osaka Umeda/Osaka Namba
is available at ticket machines at each station
of Sanyo Railway.

@ Bicycle and small
motorcycle parking

It is prohibited by laws and ordinances to leave
your bicycle or small motorcycle parked on
streets or other public places. Please park it in
a bicycle parking lot.

@ If your bicycle is impounded

Your bicycle may be impounded if it is left on
the road. If you had parked your bicycle or small
motorcycle on a road managed by the city and
it cannot be found, please inquire at the Bicycle
Impound Site. The Bicycle Impound Site is
open 9 AM - 6 PM every day except Mondays
and New Year's Holidays. Impounded bicycles
will be kept at the Bicycle Impound Site for
60 days, starting the day after impoundment.
Please bring your bicycle key and a form of
personal identification (with name and address)
to the Bicycle Impound Site to pick up your
bicycle. A fee of 2,000 yen (4,000 yen for
small motorcycles) will be charged for the
transportation and safekeeping of your bike
when you pick it up.
